Education should instil in the learner appreciation of Kenya’s rich and diverse cultural heritage. The learner should
value own and respect other people’s culture as well as embrace positive cultural practices in a dynamic society.

7. Promote international consciousness and foster positive attitudes towards other nations
Kenya is part of the interdependent network of diverse peoples and nations. Education should therefore enable the
learner to respect, appreciate and participate in the opportunities within the international community. Education
should also facilitate the learner to operate within the international community with full
knowledge of the obligations, responsibilities, rights and benefits that this membership entails.

8. Good health and environmental protection
Education should inculcate in the learner the value of physical and psychological well-being for self and others. It
should promote environmental preservation and conservation, including animal welfare for sustainable development.

The learning area develops the language skills acquired in lower primary as well as positive attitudes and behaviours
towards learning. Having been exposed to concrete learning activities and basic literacy skills in lower primary, the learners’
thought processes are more mature. According to Piaget, at this level, they are capable of solving problems in a more logical
manner. Learners will, therefore, be provided with a rich and supportive environment to develop their indigenous language
learning. They will also be equipped with language skills to enable them acquire a second language more proficiently and
achieve relevant competences. In addition, learning in a language they are already familiar with will give the learners the
required confidence to express themselves clearly, participate more actively in the learning process and think critically as
well as imaginatively. The indigenous language will further enable learners to interact effectively with peers, teachers and
instructional materials, thus enhancing their cognitive and affective development. This resonates with Vygotsky’s social
cultural development theory, which asserts that learning is majorly a social activity. In addition, the learning area will
provide opportunities for nurturing self-identity, self-acceptance, appreciation of cultural diversity as well as national unity
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and cohesion. Further, the knowledge and skills acquired at this level will support cognitive and learning development at
the lower secondary level. Continuous advancement of knowledge in indigenous languages could guide learners to make
decisions on future career choices such as acting, broadcasting, development of orthography and editing among others.
